
2022 VICTORY HOUSE INTERNATIONAL MINISTRIES (VHIM) 21 Days Praying Focus - Jan. 3rd – 23rd 
Call to Me, and I will answer you, and show you great and mighty things, which you do not know. - Jeremiah 33:3 

We respond to God's call for His people to pray. We join with God’s people from every nation, praying for the nations. 
 

JAN 3 – REPENTANCE AND SEEKING GOD  
Seek the Holy Spirit’s conviction and 
repent in areas of disobedience. Pray in 
the Spirit and ask for revelation of what 
the Spirit is saying.  
 
CLEANSING BY THE SPIRIT AND WORD. 
Seek the Lord for cleansing. Apply the 
Word to our situation by praying the 
Word and praying in the Spirit. We ask 
God for a burden for His work and souls.

JAN 4 – CONSECRATION AND SACRIFICE

Ask 
Him to fill you with the Holy Spirit as He 
commanded us to be filled, and as He 
promised in His Word if we ask in faith. 
Pray this in the Name of Jesus. Thank Him 
for directing your life and for filling you 
with His Holy Spirit.
